~ STC/Nazareth Science Summer Camp ~ 

                       Required to be filled out by each camper and signed by parent 
 

1. Respect the rights and property of others. 
 - Do not touch other camper’s belongings. 
 - Disrespectful and abusive language will not be permitted (no profanity, racial slurs, or putdowns). 
 - Do not damage or deface the camp facilities or property. 
 - Disrespect for authority will not be tolerated 
 - Fighting and threatening physical abuse is not acceptable. 
 - Clothing shall be within the bounds of decency and in good taste (no halter tops, tube tops, bare backs or shirts 

that show cleavage or excessively baggy or tight fitting clothes will be acceptable; clothing that displays 
profanity, advertises gang affiliation, promotes in any way tobacco, alcohol, drugs, or are in any way distracting 
will not be allowed). 

 
2. Safety of fellow campers and staff. 
 - No running in camp unless during an organized activity. 
 - Throwing objects of any sort (unless in some way part of an activity) will not be allowed. 
 - All prescriptions and over the counter drugs must be given to the lead teacher or Camp Administrator upon 

arrival at camp. 
 -  All meals and snacks are provided; do not bring extra food, candy, drinks, or snacks. 
 
3. Everyone is to participate in the planned activities. 
 - Be on time and ready to participate. 
 - If ill, tell your teacher or camp director. 
 - Be a positive team member for your group. 
 
4. The following items and activities are not allowed in camp (NO second chances). 
 - No alcoholic beverages, knives, firearms, fireworks, illegal drugs, matches, and tobacco are allowed. 
 - No gambling or betting with money, overly display of affection between anyone, fighting, threatening/physical 

abuse, stealing, tampering with emergency equipment, and being under the influence of drugs or alcohol are 
allowed on camp. 

CONSEQUENCES: 
 
These steps will be followed should anyone violate the rules stated above. 
 
1st Infraction: Discuss the inappropriate behavior with an adult staff member or counselor and clarify the rule. 
 
2nd Infraction: camp director or adult staff member will discuss the inappropriate behavior and give an appropriate 

consequence; camper’s appropriate attitude and behavior will be discussed as well. 
 
3rd Infraction or Any Behavior listed in Rule #4: Camp director or adult staff member will request parent to pick up 

camper to be taken home at their expense and camp fee will not be refunded.
