The Jessica Shackelton Maclay Distinguished Alumna/us Award

The department of social work at Nazareth College is seeking nominations for a new award in social work: The Jessica Shackelton Maclay Distinguished Alumna/us Award.  This award is named in honor of Jessica Shackelton, a 2003 graduate of the undergraduate program in social work.  Jessica was killed in a car accident in 2011, leaving behind her husband and infant daughter.  In her short life, she made an impression on fellow students and professional colleagues.  While at Nazareth, Jessica embodied the mission of Nazareth College and the values and ethics of the social work program.  She completed in an exceptional manner her senior internship with AIDS Rochester, practicing with the utmost respect for human dignity and working to end discrimination and oppression of this population.  
After graduation, Jessica earned her MSW from SUNY Buffalo and served the Nazareth community for several years as an AmeriCorps/VISTA member.  In this capacity, she developed two new programs:  Partners for Serving and The Service Floor, both of which continue to be successful.  She moved to Oregon after her marriage and continued her commitment to service, working directly with the homeless population and initiating a network of social service agencies to support the homeless population.

An alumna/us considered for this award should demonstrate exceptional professional qualities, especially a commitment to service, that make her or him stand out among professionals.  The person nominated should:

· represent the professional ethics of social work as defined in the NASW Code of Ethics.

· demonstrate leadership qualities in the teaching, supervision, and training of students and colleagues.

· demonstrate a willingness and commitment to take risks for improved social services at all levels of practice: direct service, administration, policy and programs, and development and community activism.

· contribute to the community's knowledge of social work through involvement with community institutions' boards of directors, coalitions and community projects, volunteerism, and political campaigns.
· participate actively with Nazareth College and the social work program through fundraising, reunions, conferences, supervision and mentoring of current social work students, speaking in social work classes, alumni events, and/or activities.
An ad hoc committee is appointed by the director of field education to select the recipient from nominations.  The award will be presented at this year’s social work alumni reception on September 20, 2012.  The nominator(s) of the award's recipient will be notified and invited to attend the reception.  There are no restrictions on who can nominate, but the nominee needs to be a graduate of the social work program at Nazareth College.
